Laʻipepa tufa 2: Ko e Feilaulau 
ʻa e Kāingalotú ke Fetokoniʻaki 
ke Maʻu Honau ʻEnitaumení
ʻI he ʻaho  30 ʻo Nōvema, 1845, naʻe fakatapui ai ʻe Pilikihami ʻIongi ʻa e fata ʻo e Temipale Nāvuú, pea ʻi he ʻaho  
 10 ʻo Tīsema, 1845, naʻe kamata ai hono foaki e ngaahi ʻenitaumeni temipalé.

Naʻe pehē ʻe ʻIlasitasi Sinou: “ʻI he ʻaho hongofulu mā ua ʻo Tīsemá, ne u maʻu ai mo hoku uaifi ko ʻAtimesiá, ʻa e fuo-
fua ouau ʻo e ngaahi ʻenitaumení, pea ui ai kimaua ke ma ngāue ʻi he temipalé talu mei he taimi ko iá; pea ne ʻikai 
ke u mavahe mei he temipalé, poʻuli pe ʻaho, kae taʻetūkua hono fakahoko e ngaahi ngāué—mo e toko hongofulu 
mā uá mo ha niʻihi kehe ne fili ʻi he ʻuhinga ko ʻení—ʻo fakafuofua ki ha uike ʻe ono. Naʻe toe hoko atu ʻa Misisi Sinou 
. . . ʻi ha māhina nai ʻe taha” (“From Nauvoo to Salt Lake in the Van of the Pioneers: The Original Diary of Erastus 
Snow,” ed. Moroni Snow, Improvement Era, Feb. 1911, 285).

Naʻe tohi ʻe ʻIlisapeti Ane Uitenī ʻo pehē: “Ne u foaki ʻeku moʻuí, hoku taimí, mo ʻeku tokangá ki he ngāue ko iá. Ne u 
ngāue taʻe tuku ʻi he Temipalé he ʻaho kotoa pē kae ʻoua leva pē ke toki tāpuni” (“A Leaf from an Autobiography,” 
Woman’s Exponent, Feb. 15, 1879, 191).

Naʻe lekooti ʻe ʻAloʻofa Filitingi Tomisoni naʻe “uiuiʻi [au] ʻe Palesiteni ʻIongi ke u nofo ai [ʻi he temipalé] ʻo tokoni ʻi he 
tafaʻaki ʻo e kakai fefiné, ʻa ia ne u talangofua ki ai, ʻo ngāue ʻi he pō mo e ʻaho, ʻo tuku pē ʻeku kiʻi tamá mo au”  
(ʻi he Matthew S. McBride, A House for the Most High: The Story of the Original Nauvoo Temple [2007], 285).

Naʻe pehē ʻe Palesiteni Pilikihami ʻIongi: “Naʻe lahi pehē e loto vēkeveke ne hā mei he Kāingalotú ke maʻu e ngaahi 
ouau ʻo e ʻenitaumení, pea ne mau fai homau tūkuingatá ke nau [maʻu ia], ko ia ne u fakaʻaongaʻi kakato ai hoku 
taimí ʻi he ngāue ʻa e ʻEikí ʻi he Temipalé. Ne u meimei nofo [ʻi he temipalé] he pō mo e ʻAho kotoa pē, ʻo ʻikai toe lahi 
hake he houa ʻe fā mei he houa ʻe 24 he ʻahó ʻeku mohé—pea tātaaitaha haʻaku maʻu ha faingamālie ke u foki ki 
ʻapi tuʻo taha he uiké” (Brigham Young office files, Journal, Sept. 28, 1844–Feb. 3, 1846, 101–2, Church History 
Library, Salt Lake City; naʻe fakatonutonu ʻa e sipelá moe fakaʻilonga leá).
