Artwork, artifacts,
and interactive media portray important events in Church history. The centerpiece is a large circular theater that provides visitors with

an immersive experience of the First Vision. Other sections of the exhibit highlight global missionary work, the organization of the Relief
Society, and the translation of the Book of Mormon. This exhibit provides an opportunity to discover, explore, and interact with Church
history like never before.
